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ABSTRACT 

Microbial natural products play essen�al roles for their producing organisms including nutrient 
acquisi�on, communica�on, and modula�on of a host or compe�ng organism’s biological 
processes.  Discovery of new microbial natural products has proven challenging since when 
microbes are grown in the lab, they typically produce only a small subset of their natural 
products.  This seminar will focus on how we are using genomics and untargeted metabolomics 
to iden�fy new natural products and the genes responsible for their biosynthesis in fungi and 
bacteria.
