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The Master of Physical Therapy degree, at the University of British Columbia, provides the professional education necessary to obtain a

licence to practice physical therapy. Admission to MPT is offered on a competitive basis with 140 seats available each year, including 7
seats designated for Indigenous applicants and up to 8 seats for international applicants. The program is offered at four locations:
